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PATRICIO In 1994, the U.S. District Court for the Southern District of Texas, Vera v. Richards,
28 " struck down three districts (18, 29, and 30), but the decision was stayed pending appeal.
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Elections were held under this plan in 1994. In June 1996, the U.S. Supreme Court,
KLEBERG Bush v. Vera, affirmed the district court's decision.
The district court voided the results of the March 1996 primary and April runoff
